


Installation should be done by a licensed plumber or contractor and not by the homeowner.
Teflon tape (not included) is recommended for all threaded connections.

In case of blockage in a valve, remove the bonnet nut and cartridge, flush the valve, and put the bonnet nut and
cartridge back in place.

Remove lock nuts from the bottom of the shanks “H”.

Screw the nuts on the top of the shanks “H” onto the body “D”.

Insert the bottom of the shanks “H” through 8” center to center holes in the deck of the tub.
Thread the lock nuts onto the nipple on the bottom of the shanks “H”.

Thread tee and cradle “C” onto body “D”.

Connect the supply lines (not included) to the nipple on the bottom of the shanks “H”.
Thread the short nut of the handshower hose “B” onto the handshower valve “E”.

Thread the long nut of the handshower hose “B” onto the handshower wand “A”.

Setting Temperature Limit

Initial Configuration:

Inlet water temperature:

Hot inlet range: 120F-160F (48.9C-70C)

Cold inlet range: 40F-85F (5C-29.4C)

Temperature control range: 60F-140F (15.6C-60C)
Operating pressure: 20 psi (minimum) to 150 psi (maximum)

Open the top cap.

Unscrew the seat screw to remove the handle. Don’t remove the limit temperature seat (black cap).

Initial setting calibration:

Open the valve and use a thermometer to measure the water temperature. (Make sure the mark on the cartridge
is aligned with the limit temperature seat (black cap).)

The temperature is now limit temperature. (Please record this temperature.)

The limit temperature should be 100F-104F (default valve).

Use the handle to adjust the limit temperature by turning the cartridge clockwise to decrease or counterclock-
wise to increase.

Measure the temperature and turn the handle slowly until you reach the limit temperature you need.
(Caution: don’t raise the limit temperature over 120F.)

Install the handle with the safety button at the 12 o’clock and tighten the Philips screw.

Install the top cap.
